Founded in 1989 by a group of local veterans, the Vietnam Center and Archive at Texas Tech collects, preserves, 
and makes available records of the Vietnam War.  The Center and Archive has been the official repository for the 
VHPA since 1998 and welcomes all materials and perspectives concerning the war.  We believe all of the sacrifices 
made during this period were significant and the individual collections and recollections of the men and women 
who participated in this event are equally important.  All materials are preserved in keeping with modern archival 
practices and procedures to ensure they remain available for future generations.  Currently, the Archive has over 
2,000 collections containing an estimated 10 million pages of documentation in its manuscript collections, over 
1,500 maps, and more than 100,000 photos and slides related to America’s involvement in Vietnam.
